Cardinal Road Infant and Nursery “School Street” and Red Route “No
Stopping” Restrictions - Update

Further to previous correspondence, | am writing to inform you of the outcome of the
consultation on proposals to introduce a School Street and red route restrictions
around Cardinal Road Infant and Nursery.

The proposals have been approved and will ‘go live’ on Monday, 22 May 2023. Full
details are provided below.

Consultation Outcome

Consultation on the propesals showed support for the proposals t¢ be implemented, '
and the Council has taken the decision to implement the School Street and red route

Scheme Details

The school street access restrictions will operate between Monday to Friday,
8.15am to 9.15am and 2.45pm to 3.45pm, during school term time.

During these times, only pedestrians, cyclists, and vehicles registered by residents
or school staff are permitted to enter Cardinal Road. There is no impact on traffic
leaving the road(s) during the hours of operation — vehicles can therefore leave the
road at any time.

The restrictions will be enforced by the Council through the use of CCTV, which
could be either mobile or fixed cameras.
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
